I. 	LEGAL BASIS
Preliminary Market Consultation are conducted pursuant to Art. 84 of the Act of 11 September 2019 - Public Procurement Law and in accordance with the Regulations for Conducting Preliminary Market Consultation, published on the website of the Contracting Authority. 
II. 	SUBJECT OF THE CONTRACT AND PURPOSE OF PRELIMINARY MARKET CONSULTATION
1. The Contracting Authority announces Preliminary Market Consultation related to the public procurement procedure for “Management and interdisciplinary investor's project supervision over the design and construction, use and demolition of the Polish Pavilion at EXPO 2025 OSAKA, KANSAI in Japan”.
2. The purpose of the Preliminary Market Consultation is to obtain information/consultation on:
1) The method of managing the design and construction, use and demolition of the Polish Pavilion (reporting, monitoring the progress of works - based on the BIM model, scanning the area and the building, and photographic documentation of the progress of works),
2) Works implementation schedule – stages, milestones,
3) Procedures regarding building permit and the compliance of documentation with Japanese regulations,
4) Cooperation of the architect as the author of the detailed design (AoR) with the Investor's Project Supervision,
5) The scope of possible changes in the project, e.g. use of a different material - change of the structure from wood to steel,

IV. 	RULES OF CONDUCTING PRELIMINARY MARKET CONSULTATION 
1. Preliminary Market Consultation will be conducted in accordance with the provisions of the Public Procurement Law and with the provisions of the Regulations for Conducting Preliminary Market Consultation published on the Contracting Authority’s website. 
2. Preliminary Market Consultation will be conducted in Polish, English or Japanese language. 
3. Preliminary Market Consultation are public, subject to § 3 sec. 6 of the Regulations for Conducting Preliminary Market Consultation.
